1. Most sewing classes require that you bring
your sewing machine and/or serger (in good
working order) and a basic sewing kit. Basic
Sewing Kit consists of: needles (hand and
machine), thread, seam ripper, scissors,
straight pins, pencil/pen and paper. All other
supplies, including fabrics will be stated on the
supply list.

2. Register in person or by phone. Visa or
MasterCard are accepted for registration by
phone. Classes are filled on a first-come basis.
Classes require a minimum of 5 students to
run and the maximum is 10. Class fees do not
include HST or fabric and supplies unless
otherwise noted.

3. Register early as some classes fill quickly.
When you register for a class, you will receive
a supply list outlining what you need to bring to
class. Cancellation is allowed up to one week
before class begins with full refund. Classes
will be canceled and fees refunded one week
prior to class start date if there is insufficient
registrations.

4. Upon registration you will receive 15%
discount for all regular priced class supplies.
This discount can be used on regular priced
merchandise for 30 days after the class ends
but you must retain your class receipt to show
at the time of purchase. We suggest you wait
until the class has sufficient registrations to go
before you purchase your fabrics and supplies.

5. Please come prepared. Try to arrive 10
minutes before class so we may start on time.
